@ What is Weed Removal?

Weed Removal is the process of removing
weeds from vacant lots and open areas.
Weed abatement can generate fugitive dust,
which creates potential health hazards for
everyone exposed to the dust. Please take a
moment to understand the requirements
associated with weed abatement.

Do | Need a Permit?

No permit is required if weeds will be
removed with a mower, weed eater, or
hand tool, regardless of acreage.

A permit is required if 0.10 acre or more is

disturbed using mechanized equipment
for discing, blading, or scraping.

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Restabilization

Regardless of how weeds are removed, if the surface is
disturbed, it must be restabilized to prevent the area
from becoming a source of fugitive dust.

At least one of the following actions is recommended:

7). Create and maintain a soil crust by
oA applying water or a soil stabilizer.

Cover the area with non-erodible
elements, such as rock or asphalt millings.
